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	Binky = happy, excited!

A binky is a “weird jump,” a twist, or even a little head toss.

Just like = getting excited to be out playing.
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	Standing = alert, curious

Bunnies love to know what’s going on in their world. They’ll stand up to get a better view!

Just like = peeking out the window to see what’s going on.
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	Bunny flop = relaxed, peaceful…

A bunny flop happens when a bunny “flops” over on its side, though sometimes stays upright.

Just like = being tired and plopping on the couch after a long day.
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	Thump = alert, a warning to others

A rabbit with its ears up will thump with both back feet to warn its friends of a predator lurking.

Just like = a warning to someone who is invading your space.
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	Nudge = loving, wants attention

A bunny will nudge your hand to sniff you, but may shove his head under your hand and demand petting!

Just like = asking some one to rub your back.
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	Foot flick = aggravated
Flicking back feet means your bunny is not happy! He is not thrilled about whatever just happened.

Just like = saying “You bug me” and walking away.
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	Chinning = marking, claiming things
This rabbit is telling anyone (or anybun) who comes here that this object has been claimed.
Just like = writing your name on your stuff.
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	Pouncing = threat, warning

When a rabbit lays its ears back and lifts its tail straight up, watch out! It’s warning you it may attack!

Just like = saying “Don’t come any closer, or I’ll punch you!”
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	Flat-out = scared, fearful

A crouching bunny with wide eyes is trying to make himself look small and submissive.

Just like = cringing when you know punishment is coming.
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	Boxing = attacking
This guy’s been pushed past his limit! He will most likely honk or growl when he tries to claw you. He may bite too! This could be a fight or for food.

Just like = throwing the first punch of a fist fight.
